
 
 

TO ALL INSPECTORS AND ALTERNATE INSPECTORS: 
 

NYS Election Law 3-412.3. Election inspectors, poll clerks and election coordinators as 

required by this section shall, upon their original designation, and every year thereafter, 

complete a course of instruction, and, before certification, pass an examination thereon. 
 

The inspector training classes have been scheduled for Spring/Summer 2015. This year’s schedule includes four 
large classes centrally located in Morrisville. We also have scheduled two pollsite specific classes; one at the 
Kallet in Oneida and one at Sullivan Parks & Recreation. If you work at either of these sites, plan on attending 
the on-site class.   
 
Every inspector must attend one training session which will include Election Day procedures, disability etiquette 
and hands-on training on the ImageCast machines. Each class runs approximately three hours and you will be paid 
$35.00 for attendance.  
 
If you know of anyone that would be interested in training as an election inspector, please feel free to share this 
information and have them contact our office with any questions. Also, if you are no longer interested in serving 
as an election inspector, please let us know.
