Program Highlights
Happy New Year Everyone!  We all survived the holidays and are ready to tackle 2014!  
 
January will be a very busy month for the Administrative Department with reports for 2013 at the top of the TO 
DO list. Our first deadline will be January 2nd for December time sheets. All time and activity should be entered 
for 2013 no later than January 7th.  If you cannot meet this deadline, please let Connie and/or Kelly know ASAP.  
Your help in completing this information timely is greatly appreciated.
 
Connie would remind everyone that the first payroll of the year will have changes or additional pay for some 
staff.

Administrative Team 2013 Accomplishments – What a year, nice team work Ladies!


1.      All Home care records safely saved in Onbase
2.      Time and Activity database with MCH billing component up and running; next challenge writing reports to 
pull data from this new database.  This system is currently being used to report time for grants and state aid as 
well as printing invoices for MCH billing.
3.      Improved immunization billing process for Madison County and now working with 6 other counties to 
streamline billing process in one system from scheduling to billing.
4.      Preschool Medicaid billing getting caught up; more time spent entering services that are billing to Medicaid. 
Next challenge is getting software updates to allow billing with new requirements.
5.      Scanning is being done proactively in Maternal Child, Early Intervention and Preschool programs.  Charts are 
no longer being placed into storage as they are totally scanned at time of discharge.

Program Highlights

•         The Pizza Party Palace has opened on Railroad St. in Oneida, offering a venue for birthday parties and 
other gatherings
•         Christophers Pizza in Oneida has new owners from Vernon, who have renamed the establishment the 
Winning Circle Pizzeria at Coneheads
•         Cornell Coop Extension of Madison County was granted a catering permit to allow them to present simple 
food prep and nutrition info at various food banks, farmers markets and similar venues
•         The closed Ed & Zema’s in Madison is undergoing renovations, and is expected to re-open soon under 
new owners as the Double D’s bar & grill.
•         Kerwins Cakes on Main St. in Oneida has closed, moving their bakery operation to the Great Northern Mall.
•         YoGate, a self-serve yogurt café in Hamilton, is expected to be opening soon.
•         Dave’s Fireside on Rt. 20 in Madison has closed, but is expected to reopen soon under new owners.
•         The re-opening of Napoleons in Oneida is awaiting the new owners closing on sale of building


   
Water Projects Update
Ken & Ruth collected samples from a dozen small community water systems (CWS’s) recently for testing of a 
wide range of contaminants including pesticides, dioxins, arsenic and other organic chemicals.  These CWS’s 
are required to test for these contaminants every three years, and by EH staff collecting and submitting 
these samples through the State program, saves the benefiting communities several thousand dollars in testing costs.
 
Pete & Aaron continue to assist OWERA Vineyards efforts to improve the facilities water system, including 
securing additional water from a second well and adding storage.
 
Ken & Pete teamed together to complete all remaining MHP inspections this past month.
 
Last 2013 Rabies Clinic Held 
The last rabies clinic was held Saturday morning December 7th at Vet’s Field in Oneida. Cindy S assisted Cindy H, 
who reports that 1,599 pets were vaccinated in 2013. 
 
Aaron notes that of the 41 specimens submitted for testing in 2013, three were positive for rabies; a cow, a 
skunk and a fox.
 
Pete assisted the Sherriff’s office and ASPCA with an animal cruelty complaint in Lincoln that resulted in the 
seizure of 24 cats and a dog due to poor health and unsanitary living conditions. 
 
Weights & Measures
W & M Director Marc reports that a total of 1,828 scales, fuel pumps and other consumer measuring devices 
were tested in 2013, involving 274 separate facilities.

for ease of information retrieval and less “boxes for storage”.
 
IMMUNIZATION: 
Thanks to Jennifer who assisted with the radio ads for National Flu Vaccination Week – December 8-14, 2013, 
with messages such as:
Listen closely; does one of the following apply to you? Are you:


■     A person with a chronic medical condition like asthma, diabetes or heart disease? 
■     Are you living in a nursing home? 
■     Are you providing care for others? 
■     Are you living with or caring for others at high risk for flu? 
■     Are you over the age of 50? 
■     Are you pregnant?


If you answered yes to any of these questions, protect yourself and others you care for from getting sick or dying 
from the flu, it’s not too late. Get the flu vaccine by contacting your doctor, call Madison County Health 
Department at 366-2361, or walk-in to your local pharmacy to get protected today.

CHILDREN WITH SPECIAL HEALTH CARE NEEDS







Children with Special Health Care Needs provides services to overcome barriers and foster the healthy development 
of children and families within the community.
 
Program Highlights
Reflection on the past 2013 year held some accomplishments for CSHCN. 
 
On site review of Children with Special Health Care Needs information and referral services including 
Physically Handicapped Children’s Program was conducted by New York State Department of Health Regional 
Office staff on March 18, 2013. Results were favorable with minor suggestions for improvement. Corrective 
Action Plan was not required.
 
All 58 Municipalities in NYS are required to be in compliance with specific federal and state Early 
Intervention performance indicators which are monitored by NYS Department of Health. Madison 
County Department of Health Early Intervention Program met measured performance indicators for the 
program years of 2009-2010 and 2010-2011. Measurement results for 2011-2012 performance indicators will 
be made available in February 1014. 
 
Madison County Department of Health management of Early Intervention provider contracts and fiscal 
management of and payment of Early Intervention claims were transitioned to NYS DOH responsibility on April 
1, 2013. Madison County Department of Health Early Intervention Program established a provider agreement 
with NYS Bureau of Early Intervention as a provider of Service Coordination and Special Instruction services. 
 
Parent satisfaction surveys were revised with simplicity yet informative statements giving families the opportunity 
to provide valuable feedback to the Early Intervention Program.  
 
In 2014 CSHCN will focus on improving and maintaining the NYS Early Intervention performance standard indicator 
of children receiving services within 30 days of the authorized Individual Family Service Plan. Program forms 
will continue to be refined and modified to meet regulations. Ongoing communication and coordination with 
families and Providers to ensure service delivery will remain paramount. 
Madison-Oneida County BOCES region has been identified by NYS Department of Education as a region having one 
of the largest percentages of preschool children with disabilities placed in segregated center based settings. 
Madison County currently has only one in county preschool center based program through Madison–Oneida 
BOCES which is a segregated program.  Madison County Health Department Children with Special Health Care 
Needs division has been and will continue to coordinate with and support Madison-Oneida BOCES application to 
NYS Department of Education for the addition of an integrated preschool center based program within 
Madison County.
