Highway, Buildings and Grounds Committee
Minutes, January 21, 2015, Regular Meeting

PRESENT:	Chairman Ronald Bono, Vice Chairman Roger D. Bradstreet Supervisors Alexander Stepanski, Scott Henderson and William Zupan
ALSO:	County Administrator Mark Scimone, Buildings and Grounds Supervisor Kevin F. Loveless, Deputy Highway Superintendent Brad Newman, Operations Manager Rich Durant
Chairman Ronald Bono called the meeting to order at 2 p.m. in the Supervisors Large Conference Room.
Minutes: The Committee unanimously approved the minutes of the December 17, 2014, regular meeting and the December 22, 2014, special meeting on the motion of Supervisor Scott Henderson and second of Vice Chairman Roger D. Bradstreet.
Resolution: The Committee unanimously voted to approve a resolution authorizing the chairman to enter into an agreement with LaBella Associates, DPC, to provide engineering and design services to include further structural investigation and testing, asbestos and hazardous material investigation and testing, conceptual design and conceptual estimation of costs to make the Court House handicapped-accessible on the motion of Supervisor William Zupan and second of Supervisor Alexander Stepanski.
If the report shows it is feasible to make the existing building accessible, the County would take steps to move forward with developing specifications, plans and bid documents.
LaBella’s work would be performed after hours.
Buildings and Grounds Updates: Buildings and Grounds Supervisor Kevin F. Loveless reported plans for the career center move and squad room renovation were moving forward. He said Mark Kukuvka from LaBella Associates had toured the building but needs additional measurements. LaBella is redesigning the bathrooms to conform with ADA requirements; the state requires stamped plans for the planned renovations.
Loveless said he tried to get LaBella to comp the plans due to the volume of work they are performing for the county at present. He said he was told it would be a couple of thousand dollars. Loveless said the Sheriff told him he could find $30,000 to $40,000 for the renovations.
Maintenance crews have gone into the building, repaired numerous gas leaks, cleaned it up, done some demolition of walls and sealed and waxed the floors.
County Administrator Mark Scimone said the resolution needs a budget modification to be drafted by Cindy Edick.
Resolution: The Committee unanimously voted to approve a resolution authorizing the chairman to enter into an agreement with Tioga Construction Co. (low bidder) for demolition and installation of new GRS abutments and superstructure replacement for the North Court Street bridge in Wampsville on the motion of Henderson and second of Stepanski.
Deputy Highway Superintendent Brad Newman reported that the bridge bids came in a bit higher than last year, and that Tioga was again the low bidder. He said the Highway Department would be doing the approach, pavement and guiderails.
Resolution: The Committee unanimously voted to approve a resolution authorizing the chairman to enter into an agreement with Chemung Supply Corporation (low bidder) on the motion of Bradstreet and second of Stepanski.
Resolution: The Committee unanimously voted to approve a resolution reappointing a member to the Madison County Sewer District Board on the motion of Zupan and second of Bradstreet.
Resolution: The Committee unanimously voted to approve a resolution directing the preparation of a map and plan for the construction of proposed sewer improvements in the Madison County Sewer District and calling for a public hearing regarding same on the motion of Henderson and second of Bradstreet.
County Attorney John Campanie reported that the work is to improve the infrastructure within the district, not expand the district.
The Committee also reviewed a related resolution determining that improvements to the sewer district are in the public interest and directing the sewer board to oversee the construction and completion of the Madison County Sewer District improvements that, if the February resolution is passed, would need to be taken up in March.
Other Business: There was brief discussion of a replacement for Ralph Monforte on the sewer board; Monforte’s term expires the end of March. It was the consensus of the Committee that the matter could be taken up at the regular February meeting, so that proper resolutions could be prepared. The March 10 Board of Supervisors meeting date provides ample time for the appointment to be in place at month’s end.
County Administrator Mark Scimone distributed a publication describing the condition of bridges in Madison County and providing color photos of each aging/damaged structure. He said the intention is to use the piece as supporting documentation for trying to secure funding for bridge repair/replacement.
