Highway, Buildings and Grounds Committee
Minutes, February 18, 2015, Regular Meeting

Chairman Ronald Bono called the meeting to order at 2 p.m. in the Supervisors Large Conference Room.
Maintenance Updates: Buildings and Grounds Supervisor Kevin F. Loveless provided updates on several projects getting underway. The tour of a building in the Kenwood section of Oneida was successful, and he thinks it would be suitable to relocate the courts there while the building is remodeled. A study is tentatively scheduled for February 27 to examine the Court House to see what areas need to be tested or further investigated. Loveless said samples would be taken from items such as concrete and dirt.
2:08 p.m. County Administrator Mark Scimone joined the meeting.
There was a brief discussion with Undersheriff John Ball regarding security cameras for buildings on campus. Ball said there was no grant money available, and the grant that upgraded the external camera system did not cover additional interior cameras. It was the consensus of the committee that the quantity and coverage of the existing system is more than adequate for the safety needs of the campus.
County Administrator Mark Scimone said the County Office Building will be going to a single-entry security model with remodeling planned for later this year. It was agreed that a monitor for the security desk in the County Office Building would be a no-cost addition that would be beneficial.
In addition to the Office Building renovations, Loveless reported that work is progressing on moving the Employment & Training Center to the Department of Social Services building. He said work should begin in May, but the squad room work needs to be done so the investigators can be moved out of DSS.
Loveless also reported that, after weeks of trapping efforts proved fruitless, the Court House pest appears to have taken the poison baits, as no further damage or nuisance has been reported.
Highway Updates: Highway Superintendent Joseph Wisinski reported that the steel is ready for the North Court Street bridge replacement project and that Deputy Superintendent Brad Newman is getting other materials together for that effort.
Resolution: The Committee unanimously voted to approve a resolution authorizing 2015 road projects on the motion of Supervisor Scott Henderson and second of Supervisor William Zupan.
Resolution: The Committee unanimously voted to approve a resolution authorizing the chairman to enter into an agreement with Barton & Loguidice for design and construction inspection of DeRuyter’s Hunt Road and Middle Lake Road projects on the motion of Henderson and second of Supervisor Alexander Stepanski.
Resolution: The Committee unanimously voted to approve a resolution authorizing the chairman to enter into agreements with Gorman Bros., Inc.; Hanson Aggregates NY, LLC; Alliance Paving Material, Inc.; Suit-Kote; T.H. Kinsella, Inc.; Barrett Paving Material, Inc. and Callanan Industries, Inc. to provide crushed stone on the motion of Henderson and second of Zupan.
Resolution: The Committee unanimously voted to approve a resolution authorizing the chairman to enter into an agreement with Bothar Construction, Inc., for crackfill service on the motion of Supervisor Alexander Stepanski and second of Henderson.
Resolution: The Committee unanimously voted to approve a resolution authorizing the chairman to extend Bid Ref. No. 14.12 with Chemung Supply Corp. for guide rail installation services on the motion of Stepanski and second of Vice Chairman Roger D. Bradstreet.
Resolution: The Committee unanimously voted to approve a resolution authorizing modification of the 2015 budget on the motion of Stepanski and second of Henderson.
Resolution: The Committee unanimously voted to approve a resolution appointing a member to the Madison County Sewer District Board on the motion of Bradstreet and second of Stepanski. 
Resolution: The Committee unanimously voted to approve a resolution appointing Supervisor William Zupan as chairman of the Madison County Sewer District Board on the motion of Henderson and second of Stepanski.
Resolution: The Committee unanimously voted to approve a resolution authorizing improvements to the Madison County Sewer District on the motion of Bradstreet and second of Bradstreet.
Wisinski reported there were no bids submitted for bridge membrane work.
Operations Manager Rich Durant reported that highway crews are working on cutting back banks to improve visibility, particularly at corners/intersections.
Waiving of Rule 24A: After realizing resolutions appointing a member and chairman to the Madison County Sewer District hereinabove unanimously were erroneously included in the packet for and formally approved at the February 10, 2015, Board of Supervisors meeting, First Assistant County Attorney Tina Wayland-Smith advised the committee that by unanimous decision of the committee, members could waive Rule 24A allowing the resolutions to stand as approved February 10, 2015.
The Committee unanimously voted to waive Rule 24A in respect to the resolution appointing a member to the Madison County Sewer Board and the resolution appointing Supervisor William Zupan as chairman of the Madison County Sewer Board on the motion of Henderson and second of Bradstreet.
Motion to Adjourn: The meeting was adjourned at 2:56 p.m. on the motion of Bradstreet and second of Stepanski.
