Her presentation
focused on how she worked with Tully residents to buy a vacant building and turn it into a
needed grocery store with apartments above. Greenwood created the Build Hope LLC and over
thirty community members invested to buy and renovate the building. Today, the grocery store
IS open, the three apartments are rented, and a women’s fitness center has opened on the ground
floor of the building.

The second half of the program was devoted to the Madison County Smart Growth Awards
Ceremony. “These awards recognize and honor accomplishments in planning and land use that
happen right here in Madison County,” stated Jamie Kowalczk of the Madison County Planning
Department who presented the awards.

This year, Smart Growth Awards were presented to
