WHEREAS, the deadline for filing the Federal Single Audit is September 30 each year,
no extensions are offered for any circumstances, and failure to file may result in suspension of
Federal Aid; and

WHEREAS, due to the complexity of the GASB 34 conversion, along with the many
other duties required of the Treasurer’s Office, the County’s Federal Single Audit is generally
not finalized until a day or two before the September 30 deadline; and

WHEREAS, although the Treasurer’s Office staff possesses the knowledge and ability to
perform the GASB 34 conversion in-house, time constraints for completing the required financial
statements for fiscal year ending December 31, 2014 are such that the County may not be able
to meet the September 30, 2015 Federal Single Audit deadline; and

WHEREAS, many other New York State counties receive outside assistance with their
GASB 34 financials on an annual basis; and

WHEREAS, Toski & Co., P.C. performs such services for many of their other municipal
clients; and

WHEREAS, it makes amendments to the current law on security restraints for female
pregnant prisoners on how and when they may be used, as well as “no restraint” provisions, and
that a sheriff must find extraordinary circumstances exist, must seek medical consultation, must
justify use in writing, must not have correction staff present during birth yet be responsible for
security, must give written notice to any female incarcerated and again if pregnant, must
provide annual training for all correctional transport staff, and must report in writing annually to
the (1) Governor, (2) the temporary president of the senate, (3) the minority leader of the
senate, (4) the speaker of the assembly, (5) the minority leader of the assembly, (6) the
chairperson of the senate crime victims, (7) crime and correction committee and (8) the
chairperson of the assembly correction committee every time the use of restraints on a woman
under this bill; and



WHEREAS, everyone involved in the custody of a pregnant female needs to understand
the different medical issues involved and that she be dealt with accordingly and safely, however
the language in this bill is excessive, overstated, and extraordinary burdensome in many ways
resulting in an unfunded mandate, and an increase in the overtime of corrections costs to the
counties, and in some circumstances will jeopardize safety, create escape possibilities, and
security concerns of all involved, and this is not the time for such issues;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that this legislature urges the nonsupport of
this legislation, and that the extreme provisions be amended to avoid the unfunded mandate to
counties while maintaining the safety of the female and the security of the incarceration for
everyone, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that a copy of this resolution be sent to Governor
Cuomo, Senator Valesky, Assemblyman Magee, the NYS Association of Counties, the NYS
Sheriffs’ Association, and Sheriff Spike, Chairman of Public Safety Committee, NYSAC.

Pursuant to the authority of section 1210 of the Tax Law, in addition to the sales and
compensating use taxes imposed by sections 2 and 4 of this resolution, there is hereby imposed
and there shall be paid an additional one percent rate of such sales and compensating use
taxes, for the period beginning June 1, 2004, and ending November 30, 2017. Such additional
taxes shall be identical to the taxes imposed by such sections 2 and 4 and shall be administered
and collected in the same manner as such taxes. All of the provisions of this resolution relating
or applicable to the administration and collection of the taxes imposed by such sections 2 and 4
shall apply to the additional taxes imposed by this section, including the applicable transitional
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provisions, limitations, special provisions, exemptions, exclusions, refunds and credits as are
set forth in this resolution, with the same force and effect as if those provisions had been
incorporated in full into this section and had expressly referred to the additional taxes imposed
by this section.”

SECTION 2. Paragraph (c) of Subdivision (1) of Section 11 (Exemptions from use tax)
of Resolution No. 156, enacted by the Board of Supervisors of the County of Madison on
December 15, 1967, imposing sales and use taxes, is amended to read as follows:

“(c) In respect to the additional tax of one percent imposed for the period beginning June
1, 2004, and ending November 30, 2017, in respect to the use of property used by the
purchaser in this county prior to June 1, 2004.”

TO CONDUCT AERIAL SPRAYING IN THE TOWN OF SULLIVAN
AND MODIFYING THE 2015 COUNTY BUDGET

WHEREAS, the finding of EEEv infection in mosquito pools collected on July 6th, 2015
indicated that a significant risk to public health is present in Madison County; and

WHEREAS, this finding has caused Howard A. Zucker, MD. J.D., New York State
Commissioner of Health to declare an “Imminent Threat to Public Health for Mosquito-
Borne Disease in Madison County”  pursuant to the authorities contained in 10 N.Y.C.R.R.
part 44 for the period of July 15, 2015 through October 31, 2015; and

WHEREAS, enhanced mosquito surveillance activity has found additional evidence of
EEEv to be present further elevating the risk of disease transmission to the public; and

WHEREAS, this declaration enables the Madison County Health Department to
undertake public health activities to control mosquito populations in accordance with
N.Y.C.R.R., Part 44; and

WHEREAS, an area of enhanced concern for the presence of virus infected mosquitos
exists in the Town of Sullivan, Madison County in an 11,800 acre area roughly described by
NYS Route 31 to the North, Fyler Road to the South, Bridgeport/Kirkville Road to the West and
Lakeport Road to the east; and

WHEREAS, Madison County has declared a local State of Emergency for portions of the
Town of Sullivan referenced above; and

WHEREAS, the Health Department has recommended to enter into an agreement with
DUFLO Spray-Chemical, Inc. of 8369 State Route 812, Lowville, New York to conduct aerial
spraying of Knotrol 30-30 Ultra Low Volume mosquito adulticide at a cost of $3.50/ acre for up
to 11,800 acres; and

WHEREAS, one half of the $41,300 cost of the spraying will be reimbursable by the
State Department of Health in accordance with PHL 621. The spraying operations are
dependent upon appropriate climatological conditions and will be scheduled and conducted in a
manner dictated by 10 N.Y.C.R.R. sec. 44.60 and 44.70.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Chairman of the Board of Supervisors,
John M. Becker is hereby empowered to enter into an agreement with DUFLO Spray-Chemical,
Inc., a copy of which is on file with the Clerk of the Board; and
